Neighbourhood Plan

For the past 18 months Arborfield
and Newland Parish Council and
Barkham Parish Council have
been consulting residents about
proposals for a joint neighbour-
hood plan. The desires of local
residents for more facilities and
the need to tackle transport
hotspots were highlighted in a
local survey undertaken by the
Councils. Since then councillors
and residents have been work-
ing in topic groups to look at
the issues and to begin progress
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towards the creation of a plan that
would eventually be subject to a
local referendum. Now the two
Councils have taken the crea-
tion of a joint plan a step further
by submitting an application to
Wokingham Borough Council to
register the area within the two
Parish boundaries as the Neigh-
bourhood Plan area.

The application was recently
handed over to Sarah Hollamby
(Head of Development Policy
and Planning) by Borough and
Parish Councillors, representing
the two Parishes were Pamela
Stubbs (Chairman of Barkham
Parish Council, Ken Lane and
the Clerk Judith Neuhofer from
Barkham Parish Council and
Paul Townsend and Gary Cowan
from Arborfield Parish Council
at Wokingham Borough Council
offices.

The application is now subject
to public consultation before be-
ing considered by the Executive
in the Summer. John Kaiser, an
Arborfield Parish Councillor and
Borough Councillor for Barkham,
said that the major development
at Arborfield Garrison will have
a profound effect on the area. A
joint neighbourhood plan will
be an excellent opportunity to
ensure, for example, that new
greenways are created to link up
with the new development and
provide safe routes to the new
schools.

The Steering and Topic Groups
arebeing given aformal structure
and the Parishes are now looking
for more residents who would
like to be involved in helping to
create the Neighbourhood Plan.

Update on Garrison
Development Proposals

Time Scale

Barkham Parish Council (BPC)
has continued to meet with Crest
Nicholson and other parties
involved in the development of
the Garrison site. The Planning
Application is now anticipated
late summer or early autumn —a
slight delay on what was previ-
ously advised. The MOD are still
on track to vacate the site by the
end of 2015 and building will
commence early in 2016. It will
take at least ten years for the
development to be completed in
its entirety.

Vision — a Garden Village

Crest appreciate that in order to
make the maximum return on
their investment, it is in their
interests to create a high quality
environment. Their vision for a
garden village is most encourag-
ing. Itis to their credit that they
have commissioned a team of
landscape architects at the outset
so that the scheme will make the
most of the natural assets of the
site. Crest have bought into a
number of design principles that
go back to Ebenezer Howard,
who provided the inspiration
for original garden towns such
as Letchworth established in the
early 1900s. These include rela-
tively low housing densities, an

emphasisonlandscaping and the
provisionof anattractive environ-
ment for walking and cycling.

The natural assets of the Garrison
site include a large number of
trees, hedges and a water course
through the site. A new tree sur-
vey has been completed which
revealed that there are 3,500 trees
(considerably more than counted
in the previous survey!) with a
high proportion of good quality
trees. Itis intended to keep most,
if not all, of the best trees and as
far as possible existing hedges.
The watercourse, which runs
from west to east across the site
and includes the lake to the east
of Biggs Lane will be developed
as an attractive amenity area as
well as providing a crucial flood
relief scheme.

The landscape architects are
placing a lot of emphasis on
“greenways” — walking, cycling
and horse trails, to create an
integrated network throughout
the site. Proposals are also being
considered as to how this can be
linked to the existing network of
paths in Barkham and the other
neighbouring parishes. This will
be essential both as a leisure
amenity and for the provision of
safe cycle routes to the proposed
secondary school.

Southern Area

We are hoping to meet with rep-
resentatives of the Marino Trust
who own the southern section of
the Special Development Loca-
tion (SDL). They will be making
a separate planning application
in due course. Little is known
about their plans at this stage,
but it is hoped that they will buy
into the garden village principles
proposed by Crest rather than
resorting to the unimaginative
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mass production designsadopted
by too many developers.

Garrison Stables

As mentioned in the previous
edition of the Newsletter, con-
sideration is being given to the
future of the infirmary stables.
It is anticipated that they will be
repaired when they are handed
over by the MOD. As I see it, this
should have been the MOD's
responsibility in the first place:
beinglisted buildings they should
at the very least have been main-
tained in a weatherproof condi-
tion. Crest have been thinking
along similar lines as BPC and
areinvestigatingif the stables can
be used a museum with a “War
Horse” theme.

Secondary School

As reported elsewhere,
Wokingham Borough Council
have committed to opening anew
secondary school by September
2016 and the attemptby the South
of Wokingham group tosetup an
alternative free school has been
suspended. The big remaining
question is where the school will
actually be located. It had been
expected that an announcement
would have been possible some
weeks back but the final decision
has been delayed.

My suspicion (I do not know for
certain) is that a deal is in the
offing which affects, directly or
indirectly, the Reading Football
Club leaving their existing train-
ing ground at Hogwood and tak-
ing possession of the proposed
site at Bearwood Golf Club. The
currenthiatus over the ownership
of the football club is probably
not helpful in finalising these
arrangements and in turn the
failure to win promotion to the

Premier League hasnotimproved
the attractiveness of the club to
new owners. If Reading had
managed to get through to the
play offs, it might all have been
clearer by now!

Utilities

I mentioned last time that there
was a lack of clarity about future
plans to upgrade the existing
sewage works on the edge of
The Coombes. BPC has had a
meeting with the Black & Veatch,
the principle contractors respon-
sible for carrying out upgrades
at treatment works on behalf of
Thames Water. It was confirmed
that, thanks to new technology,
it will be possible to provide the
additional capacity required and
to ensure adequate discharge
standards all within the confines
of the current site. This is now be-
ing pursued with some urgency.

Transport

The proposed transport plans for
the Garrison developmentremain
agreatconcern—itis obvious that
the development will generate
additional traffic and that the
existing road network is clearly
inadequate. The commitment to
build the Arborfield bypass and
the Shinfield relief road further
north along the A327 is certainly
a big step in the right direction.

BPC have met with the i-Trans-
port who are the consultants
working for Crest. We know that
they are carrying out a thorough
analysisand havebeen collecting
data of local traffic flows. We
have advised them of the most
congested areas characterised by
peak time queues, so they will
have no excuse for not knowing
the problems. However we are
still in the dark as to what will

actually be proposed when the
planning application is finally
submitted.

My hope is that a scheme will be
devised that will place the main
access point of the development
directly on to the A327, so that as
much traffic as possible will be
encouraged to make use of the
new bypass in preference to add-
ing yet more traffic on residential
roads through Barkham

Place Name

Thought is being given to a new
name for the development. BPC
has submitted some suggestions
to Crest. We feel strongly that it
should be aname with somelocal
association rather than a preten-
tious name made up for purely
marketing purposes. Langley
Common is an obvious choice or
may be a variant of Barkham, e.g.
Barkham Common. Kedgham
Coppicehasalsobeensuggested,
which was a landscape feature
before the Garrison was estab-
lished. Hazebrouck, the name of
thebarrackshasbeen discounted
as nobody can spell it correctly!
It is anticipated that Crest will
prepare a shortlistin due course,
which will be submitted for pub-
lic consultation.

Arborfield Garrison
development

Itisnow confirmed that the army
will vacate the garrisonby theend
of 2015. At the same time RAF
Lyneham is scheduled to open as
the new training establishment.
It aims to have facilities for 1750
apprentices and staff in place by
thatdate, sadly this ends over 100
years of the army’s association
with Barkham and Arborfield.

As most of you will know the Ar-
borfield Garrison Land Owners
Consortium (AGLC) who plan
to take over the development of
theland vacated by the army, has
withdrawn the outline planning
application submitted early last
year. This was following a de-
tailed review of the constructive
responses to the consultations
which included comments from
640 residents and discussions
with the planning department,
Wokingham Borough Council
(WBC) now believe they have
agreed a mutually acceptable
way forward to enable locally
agreed development aspirations
for the garrison site to progress. A
timetable forarevised application
is being discussed with the ap-
plication expected to be submit-
ted in autumn 2014. In addition
to AGLC submission it would
appear that the other parties re-

sponsible for the delivery of the
additional houses required on
theSDLarealso tosubmita plan-
ning applications this autumn.
Both developers have expressed
a desire for a very high quality
low density development based
on “garden village” principles.

The plan will deliver the Nine
Mile Ride extensionimmediately
developmentcommences, which
will be the new access to the new
district centre from Finchamp-
stead. Hogwood Industrial Estate
will be expanded which will cre-
ate more employment opportuni-
ties locally.

Continuing its commitment to
local consultation, where any
changes to the Master Plan or
other aspects of the application
are submitted further consulta-
tions will take place on the new
application.

Just to recap - the scope of the
planned development for the
Arborfield Garrison (of which
over 60% is within the parish of
Barkham)here are thekey aspects
of the development:

¢ 3500 new homes.

¢ anew 1,200 place secondary
school

¢ anewtwo-formentry primary
school

e a new district centre featur-
ing a food store and space
for facilities such as a new
GP surgery, police office and
additional community/em-
ployment facilities

* transportmeasures,including
new road junctions into the
siteand upgrades toninelocal

junctions and a relief road at
Arborfield

* a new cycle, footway and
bridleway network through

the site and enhancements to
local bus services

e a comprehensive drainage
system to minimise any risk
of flooding and control the
rate at which water draining
from the development will
reachlocal streams and rivers

e Comprehensive financial con-
tributions from the developer
to provide additional on and
off site facilities & infrastruc-
ture.

e  40% ofall theland will become
public open space for leisure
and sport use by residents.

I for one will continue to fight
Barkham's corner throughout the
development process to ensure
we keep our identity as a village
and defend it from unsuitable
planning which put unaccepta-
ble strains on infrastructure and
destroys the very reason why
most of us have chosen to live in
Barkham.

New Secondary School in the
south of the Borough

WBC acceptsithastoaddress the
need for a secondary school of
about 1200 pupils in the south of
the Borough to serve the children
of Barkham and the surrounding
area.

One of the major challenges for
a new school is finding a site;
The school is needed by 2017 at
the latest and as such the council
officers and developers are work-
ing to deliver outline planning
consent for a school along with
the rest of the SDL development
at Arborfield Garrison site by
early 2015, It is important any
location for a new school meets
the requirements with regards to
accessibility and must provide
an excellent environment which
meets the full requirements of

educational needs academically
atthe same time offersa fullrange
of sports facilities.

The plan is to deliver this new
school by September 2016

It is also important that any new
school has the capacity to grow
tosupport future requirementsin
the south of the borough.

Investing in the borough

Wokingham Borough Coun-
cil faces continued financial
pressures following expected
ongoing reductions in govern-
ment funding. Despite being
the lowest funded unitary au-
thority in the country we have
already been working hard to
put these priorities into practice.
We have invested £26 million in
our schools, have opened a new
country park in Barkham, a new
library in Finchampsted, a new
mobile children’s centre, extra
care housing at Alexandra Place
and Beeches Manor not to men-
tion the plans to build 6 major
roads to ease congestion around
the borough and to regenerate
Wokingham Town centre. Over
the last four years the council has
made savings and efficiencies of
£16.5million and plans to save in
excess of £20million over the next
three years to balance its books
at the same time maintaining
the services valued by you the
residents.

Thisleadsmeontothe Wokingham
Town Regeneration, the area in
and around Wokingham town is
setto grow by 4,000 homes, that's
around 10,000 new residents who
will be living there and sharing
the facilities with existing resi-
dents. In order to cope the town
needs to adapt and the Council
regeneration proposals support

this by helping to deliver the
infrastructure to support this
growth

There is no doubt we need to en-
sure that the town centre reflects
the aspiration of the residents
of Wokingham and the wider
borough and at the same time
to have a fit for purpose vibrant
town at the centre of the borough
to ensure the future of the town
as a destination place for us all.

To do this it is important we
have long term control for the
benefit of the town rather than
the developer and the proposed
plans does this by creating a self-
funding project which does not
rely on the public purse to sup-
plement spend. This will ensure
the profits and returns benefit the
community rather than going to
private shareholders

To prove welisten toresidents the
planning application which was
submitted has been withdrawn
to enable more work to be done
on the design taking into account
comments from residents and
business owners in and around
the town, it is expected this will
come back in the summer and
again will have further consulta-
tion once the new plans are in the
public domain

Funding for this work
comes largely from the blood,
sweat and tears of families who
want something better for their
children and the people who
see that and want to be part of
something that will make such a
difference to so many lives.

Treatments and cures are pos-
sible in our children’s lifetimes.
Imagine that.

Dorian Edwards said; “I had
no hesitation in proposing our
choirs support the Reverse Rett
charity for research has shown
that girls with Rett do not have
brain damage. They know and
understand much more than their
bodies allow them to show - but
they are locked in, trapped by a
body that cannot obey signals
from their brain. Rett Syndrome
is considered a rare illness, yet
there are five cases within the
Wokingham district. If this infor-
mation touches you, as it did me,
I'hope you will decide to support
our concert..

The Domestic Renew-
able Heat Incentive (RHI) is here
toencourage these households to
consider lower carbon alterna-
tives whenreplacing anold boiler.

The RHIaimstoevenouttherela-
tive cost of installing and running
a new renewable heating system
instead of one using fossil fuel.
With the RHI you receive a pay-
ment for every unit of renewable
heat it is estimated your system
will generate. Supported heaters
include biomass or pellet boilers,
air, ground or water source heat
pumps, and solar thermal panels.

The RHI is open to homeown-
ers, private landlords, social
landlords and self-builders. If
you installed a renewable heat
system between 15 July 2009
and 8 April 2014 you may also
be eligible.
